The Announcement:

The January Tech Article will be published in the FCCC Newsletter, Instead, we will hold a paint clinic for this month's technical
discussion. The Clinic will be held on Saturday, January 30, 2010 at 9:00 AM (that's 0900 for you King) at the Tom Gibbs Paint and
Body Shop. For those of you not familiar with our dealer, the Paint and Body Shop is NOT located at the sales facility. It is located
approximately one mile west on SR 100 on the same side of the road where the old dealership facility used to sit. If you have any
questions, call me for directions.

The Paint and Body Shop manager, Bob Artz, will lead the discussion, which will include:

1. A discussion of the new water-based automobile paints.

2. The paint color matching issues involved with fixing a ding you might get on your 'Vette.

3. The C6 removable top recall due to delamination issues. Also, he will address color matching if you are one of the folks who
have your C6 top recalled.

4. Finally, if you have a paint issue, question, etc. with any vehicle you own, not just your 'Vette, just bring the car to the clinic and
Bob will be glad to discuss it with you.

For you C6 folks, | have researched the top delamination problems in the past and current news reports are not as cut and dry as
some would lead you to believe. For example, Chevrolet manufactured 26,728 2005 Coupes, 16,598 2006 Coupes and 6,272 2006
Z06s and finally, 21,484 2007 Coupes and 8,159 2007 Z06s. That's a total of 79,241 cars potentially involved according to news
reports. Yet those same sources quote a recall figure of just under 22,100 vehicles. Yeah, | know - maybe the translucent roof cars
are not involved. But there were only 16,400 of those for all three years, therefore the numbers still don't add up.

So, between now and the clinic, Bob and folks at the Service Department will look into this issue with the factory rep and service
technical documents. Perhaps their research will give us a better-defined understanding of this recall.
